Course Description:  Study of the basic operations of arithmetic and an overview of basic geometry concepts.  Topics include whole numbers, fractions, decimals, percents, ratios, proportions, place value, roots, and basic concepts related to measurements and geometry.

Learning Objectives:  This course is designed for students who wish to review arithmetic concepts in a structured environment.

Extensive review of addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division    of whole numbers, fractions, and decimals.

2. Extensive work with orders of operations.

3. Extensive work with percents and ratio operations.

4. Extensive work with square root operations.

5. Overview of basic geometric formulas.

6. Overview of units of measurement and the metric system.

Exams:
You will be given three Chapter Tests and one Final Exam during the quarter.  The Final Exam will be comprehensive.  If you must miss and exam, let me know as soon as possible.  Make-up exams may be available, provided notification was timely and a reasonable excuse is offered.  The final exam will be given in class according to the finals schedule in the college class schedule (see calendar). 
Homework:  For each section, a specific list of assignments will be given. Each assignment will be due on the day specified on the class calendar, but ALL homework for the week will be collected at the start of class each Friday.   One or two homework sets will be randomly selected to grade.  You may turn in homework early, but no late homework will be accepted. To account for any emergencies or illness, one homework assignment will be dropped.  

In-class Activities:  Various in-class activities or quizzes will also count towards your grade.  You must be in class to participate and there will be no way to make up any missed points.  However, to account for any emergencies, one of the in-class activity/quiz grades will be dropped.

Projects:  You will a few short projects during which will involve either individual or group work. Each will be discussed in detail when it is assigned.
