Accents and Other Special Characters 
Needed to Type in Spanish
Here are the codes for accents and punctuation marks in most word-processing programs:

MAC:  For accents, hold down the ALT key and press “e”, then press the letter you want to have an accent.

For ñ, hold down the ALT key and press “n”, then press “n” again.

For ¿, hold down ALT and SHIFT and press “?”.

For ¡, hold down ALT and press “!”.

PC:  For accents, hold down the CONTROL key and press (‘) apostrophe, then press the letter you want to have an accent.

For the ñ, press down the CONTROL+SHIFT and press”~” (tilde), then press “n”.

For ¿, hold down CONTROL + ALT+ SHIFT and press “?”.

For ¡, hold down CONTROL + ALT + SHIFT and press “!”.

OR

Use the number pad, make sure the NUM LOCK is on.  Hold down the ALT key while you type the appropriate number.

****If you are using WINDOWS 95, 98 or 2000, AND you are using your own computer (not one on campus in a lab), follow these steps:

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To access charecters beyond the standard English characters found on U.S
kaybosrds, simply hold down the Alt key. enter a number from the table
below, 2nd release the Alt key.
